« I students aren't in the mood fo write,i’s not worth forcingit.

* Keep it fun and light so students associate wrifing with posifive
feclings.

« There's no "befter” type of wrifing. I students only want fo write
lits, for example, that's okay.

« Wiifing fakes a lof of work, so if might fake time fo see
improvement.

« Pick afime when the student is fresh and not stressed.
Make it a family activity and make it fun!
